The project “Old sites, new perspectives” is based on creating
an architectural route — walks through urban quarters of three
cities through mapping of significant buildings from the Austro
— Hungarian period in Sarajevo, Banja Luka and Mostar. The
choice of walking as a communication format affects the quality
of interpretation and perception of the environment. Raising
social awareness of the importance of the culturally layered
character of our urban areas will be encouraged by this project.

AUSTROUGARSKI PERIOD U ARHITEKTURI BANJALUKE

Cetrdesetogodisniji period austrougarske uprave (1878 — 1918)
transformisao je Banjaluku kroz pokretanje i razvoj industrije,
kroz urbanizam zapadnoevropskih pravila i kroz arhitekturu
novih tipologija i stilova gradnje. Nekoliko istorijskih dogadaja
koji su se odigrali krajem XIX vijeka nagovijestili su velike
promjene u gradu na Vrbasu i gradu €iji je vojni znacaj ubrzano
rastao. Medu njima, od posebnog znacaja je bila izgradnja
prve zeljezni¢ke pruge u Bosni i Hercegovini koja je ve¢ krajem
1872. godine spojila Banjaluku i Dobrljin*, te deset godina
kasnije, Banjaluku sa ostatkom Evrope.

Nova urbanisticka matrica Banjaluke formirana u
austrougarskom periodu napravila je otklon u odnosu na
zateCeni tretman prostora tokom osmanskog perioda i postavila
je pravce buduceg razvoja grada. Njeni zac¢eci su vidljivi na
geodetskim kartama koje je za Bosnu i Hercegovinu u periodu
od 1880. do 1884. godine izradila austrougarska vojna uprava. |
arhitektura, kao i urbanizam austrougarskog perioda u Banjaluci
se oslanjaju na uzore iz velikih gradova Monarhije: Beca,
Budimpeste i Praga. Zahvaljujuci stranim arhitektima koji u sve
vec¢em broju dolaze iz razli€itih dijelova Monarhije, Banjaluka
dobija ostvarenja razli¢itih tipologija javne i privatne arhitekture,
projektovana u razli¢itim neo-stilovima, floralnoj i geometrijskoj
secesiji i bosanskom slogu. Procvat u arhitekturi odrazava visok
priliv gradskog — stranog i lokalnog stanovnistva, istovremeno
sa sve vecim brojem kulturnih dogadaja u skladu sa razvojem
grada prema zapadnoevropskim standardima.

Znacajno kulturno-istorijsko nasljede austrougarskog perioda
u Banjaluci je u ve¢oj mjeri unisteno. Razornim zemljotresom
iz 1969. godine, srusen je najveci dio monumentalnih
spomenika arhitekture, ali i manje poznate pojedinacne
gradevine i ambijentalne cjeline austrougarskog perioda koje
nisu bile prethodno dokumentovane, niti istrazene. Ovom
prirodnom katastrofom, gotovo potpuno je izbrisan istorijski
sloj koji je za Banjaluku imao formativnu ulogu i €ije ostatke
intenzivne izgradnje i nagovjestaje blistave buduc¢nosti danas
prepoznajemo samo u tragovima.

AUSTRO-HUNGARIAN PERIOD IN THE ARCHITECTURE OF
BANJA LUKA

The forty-year long period of Austro-Hungarian rule (1878 - 1918)
transformed Banja Luka through the start-up and development of
industry, through the urbanism of Western European rules, and
through the architecture of new typologies and styles. Several
historical events that took place at the end of the 19th century
had triggered great changes in the city on the Vrbas River, whose
military significance was starting to grow rapidly. Among them, the
construction of the first railway in Bosnia and Herzegovina was of
special importance, which already at the end of 1872 connected
Banja Luka and Dobrljin*, and ten years later, Banja Luka with the
rest of Europe.

The new urban matrix of Banja Luka that was formed in the
Austro-Hungarian period took a different approach comparing to
the existing treatment of space during the Ottoman period and set
the directions for the future development of the city. Its beginnings
are visible on geodetic maps made for Bosnia and Herzegovina

in the period from 1880 to 1884 by the Austro-Hungarian military
administration. Both the architecture and the urbanism of the
Austro-Hungarian period in Banja Luka relied on role models from
the great cities of the Monarchy; Vienna, Budapest and Prague.
Thanks to the growing number of foreign architects from different
parts of the Monarchy, Banja Luka received public and private
architectural creations of different typologies designed in different
neo-styles, Floral and Geometric Secession and the Bosnian Style.
The flourishing of architecture reflects the high influx of urban,
foreign and local population, along with an increasing number of
cultural events in line with the development of the city according to
Western European standards.

The significant cultural and historical heritage of the Austro-Hungarian
period in Banja Luka has been largely destroyed The devastating
earthquake of 1969 destroyed most of the monumental buildings,
but also lesser-known buildings and neighbourhoods from the
Austro-Hungarian period that had not been previously documented
or researched. With this natural disaster, the historical layer that
had a formative role for Banja Luka was almost completely erased.
Today, its remnants of intensive construction and hints of a bright
future are only recognized in traces.

RUTA A: (NE)ZABORAVLJENA BANJALUKA | DJELO
CESKOG GRADITELJA HYPOLITA POKORNYA

Vrijedno kulturno-istorijsko nasljede austrougarskog perioda u
Banjaluci koje su ¢inili arhitektonski objekti razlicitih tipologija
izvedeni u razli€itim stilovima gradnje stradalo je u najvecoj

mijeri od posljedica razornog zemljotresa koji se dogodio 27.
oktobra 1969. godine. U banjalu¢kom zemljotresu osteceni su,

ili potpuno poruseni spomenici iz svih istorijskih perioda razvoja
grada. Pored osmanskog perioda, najviSe je stradalo nasljede
austro-ugarskog perioda Ciji najznacajniji arhitektonski spomenici
nisu obnovljeni. Unistavanje nasljeda austrougarskog perioda u
Banjaluci zabiljezeno je u nekoliko slu€ajeva prije i poslije samog
zemljotresa, kao $to su to kafana “Balkan”, zgrada Kiraethane,
samostan na Petri¢evcu, vila Bozi¢, i dr. Neki od tih primjera
javne i privatne arhitekture, pored kulturno-istorijskih, imali su
visoke arhitektonske i spomenicke vrijednosti.

Medu najznacajnijim ostvarenjima javne arhitekture
austrougarskog perioda u Bosni i Hercegovini bila je zgrada
Velike realke u Banjaluci Cija gradnja je pocCela 1895. godine po
projektu CesSkog graditelja Hypolita Pokornya. Nazalost, nisu
poznati detalji o njegovom Zivotu i radu u Banjaluci. Projekat
banjalucke Velike realke u neorenesansnom stilu uraden je

po uzoru na zgradu Velike realke (Prve gimnazije) u Sarajevu
¢eskih arhitekata Karela Pafika i Augusta Butsche. Zgrada je
gradena u tri etape, zavrSno sa 1931. godinom. S obzirom da
fiziCka oStecenja, nastala kao posljedica zemljotresa, nisu mogla
biti sanirana, odlu¢eno je da se zgrada banjalucke Velike realke
porusi, $to je u€injeno 1970. godine.

Arhitektonski objekti poruseni najvecim dijelom u razornom
banjaluckom zemljotresu iz 1969. godine predstavijali su
znacajan dio kulturno-istorijskog nasljeda Bosne i Hercegovine.
Najznacajniji medu njima oznaceni su na ovoj mapi brojevima:
1,4,5 6,7 9 10, 13, 14, 20, 21, 31, 33/ 34. Odabrani su sa
ciliem da ukaZu na kulturno-istorijske vrijednosti koje su imali,
prema raznolikosti stilova u kojima su gradeni i prema njihovoj
namjeni i poloZaju koji su zauzimali u Banjaluci.

ROUTE A: (UN)FORGOTTEN BANJA LUKA AND WORK OF
CZECH ARCHITECT HYPOLIT POKORNY

The valuable cultural and historical heritage of the Austro-
Hungarian period in Banja Luka, which consisted of buildings

of different typologies designed in different styles, has suffered
mostly from the consequences of the devastating earthquake
that occurred on October 27, 1969. In the Banja Luka
earthquake, monuments from all the city’s historical periods were
damaged or completely destroyed. In addition to the Ottoman
period, the legacy of the Austro-Hungarian period, the most
significant architectural monuments of which have not been
restored, has suffered the most. The destruction of the heritage
of the Austro-Hungarian period in Banja Luka was recorded in
several cases before and after the earthquake, such as the cafe
“Balkan”, the Kiraethana building, the Petricevac Monastery, the
Villa Bozi¢, and others. Some of these examples of public and
private architecture, had a high architectural and monument
value, in addition to their cultural and historical significance.

Among the most significant achievements of public architecture
of the Austro-Hungarian period in Bosnia and Herzegovina was
the Gymnasium building in Banja Luka, the construction of which
began in 1895 based on the designs of the Czech architect
Hypolit Pokorny. Unfortunately, details about his life and work in
Banja Luka are unknown. The project of the Gymnasium building
in Banja Luka, in the Neo-Renaissance style, was modelled
based on the Gymnasium building (First Gymnasium) in Sarajevo
designed by Czech architects Karel Parik and August Butscha.
The building was constructed in three stages, and finished in
1931. Since the damage caused by the earthquake could not be
repaired, it was decided to completely demolish the Gymnasium
building in Banja Luka, which was done in 1970.

The architectural structures destroyed mostly in the devastating
Banja Luka earthquake of 1969, represented a significant part of
the cultural and historical heritage of Bosnia and Herzegovina.
The most important among them are marked on this map with
the numbers: 1,4, 5, 6, 7, 9, 10, 13, 14, 20, 21, 31, 33, 34. They
were chosen to illustrate the cultural and historical values they
once had, the variety of styles in which they were designed, and
the importance they had for Banja Luka in terms of cultural and
historical values, their function and position in the city.

RUTA B: SKOLSKE ZGRADE U BANJALUCI

U drugoj polovini XIX vijeka u gradovima u Bosni i Hercegovini,
pa tako i u Banjaluci, aktivira se prosvjetna djelatnost i osnivaju
obrazovne institucije i kulturna drustva. Jo$ prije 1850. godine,
u Banjaluci je radila Srpska osnovna Skola. Katolicka osnovna
Skola otvorena je 1859. godine, a Ruzdija (srednja Skola koju
su upisivali u€enici nakon zavrSenog mekteba) vuce korijene

iz 1862. godine. Prosvetiteljske aktivnosti koje je pratila
masovna izgradnja intenzivirane su tokom austrougarskog
perioda kada se u bosanskohercegovackim gradovima otvaraju
Skole, biblioteke, Citaonice i reprezentativni objekti nacionalnih
kulturnih drustava.

Jedan od prvih prosvjetnih objekata izgradenih u
austrougarskom periodu u Banjaluci bila je zgrada Careve
$kole iz 1881. godine koja nije sauvana. Skolski objekat
koji je takode poru$en bila je zgrada Velike realke iz 1895.
godine koja je imala visoke arhitektonske vrijednosti.
Muslimanska ¢itaonica — Kiraethana koja je izgradena
1890. godine nalazila se jednim dijelom u haremu Ferhadija
dZamije, a bila je projektovana u ,neo-maurskom® stilu, kao i
$kolski objekat podignut 1894. godine u kojem se nalazi OS
,Branislav Nu$ié” u Gornjem Seheru (Srpskim Toplicama).
KSC ,Blazeni lvan Merz* smjesten je u kompleksu koji

je graden u viSe faza, a koji je projektovao jedan od
najplodnijih arhitekata s kraja XIX vijeka u Banjaluci, brat
Eberhard (Wegnandt) Wayand. Zgrada Srpske osnovne
Skole izgradena je 1907. godine po projektu nepoznatog
arhitekte. Ovi objekti pokazuju raznovrsnost u primjeni
stilova gradnje, jaCanje prosvjetne djelatnosti, kao i
multikulturalnost u istoriji razvoja Banjaluke.

Skolske zgrade austrougarskog perioda u Banjaluci predstavijaju
Znacajan dio u razvoju prosvjetnog i kulturnog Zivota u Bosni i
Hercegovini. U izvornoj funkciji saGuvane su samo neke od njih.
Najznacajnije medu njima oznaCene su na ovoj mapi brojevima:
2, 4,10, 16, 20 i 32. Odabrane su sa ciljem da ukazu na znacaj
koji imaju za Banjaluku u pogledu kulturno-istorijskih vrijednosti
i u odnosu na poloZaj koji su zauzimali u gradu.

ROUTE B: EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES IN BANJA LUKA

By the second half of the 19th century, in the cities of Bosnia
and Herzegovina, including Banja Luka, educational activities
were activated and educational institutions and cultural societies
were established. Even before 1850, the Serbian primary
school operated in Banja Luka. The Catholic primary school
was opened in 1859, and the Ruzdija (a secondary school for
students who have completed the mekteb — a religious school)
has its roots in 1862. The educational activities that followed

the mass construction intensified during the Austro-Hungarian
period, when schools, libraries, and representative buildings of
national cultural societies were opened in the cities of Bosnia and
Herzegovina.

One of the first educational buildings in the Austro-Hungarian
period in Banja Luka was the building of the Emperor’s School
from 1881, which has not been preserved. A school building,
that was also demolished, was the Gymnasium building from
1895, which had a high architectural value. The Muslim library

- Kiraethana, which was built in 1890, was partly located in

the courtyard of the Ferhadija mosque, and it was designed in
the Moorish Revival Style, as was the school building erected

in 1894, which now houses the elementary school “Branislav
Nusic” in Gorniji Seher (Srpske Toplice). The CSC “Blessed Ivan
Merz” is located in a complex that was built in several phases
and designed by one of the most prolific architects from the end
of the XIX century in Banja Luka, brother Eberhard (Wegnandt)
Wayand. The building of the Serbian primary school was built

in 1907 based on the designs of an unknown architect. These
facilities showed a diversity in styles, the strengthening of
educational activities, as well as multiculturalism in the history of
Banja Luka’s development.

School buildings of the Austro-Hungarian period in Banja Luka
represent a significant part in the development of educational and
cultural life in Bosnia and Herzegovina. Only some of them have
been preserved in their original functions. The most important
educational facilities of the Austro-Hungarian period in Banja
Luka are marked on this map with the numbers: 2, 4, 10, 16, 20,
and 32. They were selected in order to illustrate the importance
they have for Banja Luka in terms of cultural and historical values
and the position they occupied in the city
